ETBCC By-Laws 

Revised May 4th 2023
Article 1. Name: The name of the club is the East Tennessee British Car Club.  The club, formerly the East Tennessee MG Drivers’ Club (ETMGDC) is incorporated in Tennessee as a non-profit social organization. The name may be abbreviated as ETBCC.

Article 2. Purpose: The club exists to provide meetings and activities for fellowship of British cars enthusiasts and for the enjoyment and preservation of MG’s and other British cars.

Article 3. Meetings: Regular meetings will be held monthly on the first Thursday of each month at 7:00 PM unless otherwise decided by the Executive Board. The meeting place will be in Morristown, Tennessee at a restaurant unless otherwise decided by the Executive Board.

Article 4. Membership: Any British car enthusiast interested in becoming a member of the club may apply for membership at any monthly meeting. Membership is open to anyone without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin, or disability. Membership in the club may be revoked for any member by the Executive Board if it decides there is sufficient reason for such action. The dues paid for the current year will be refunded to the terminated member. The terminated member may appeal the Board’s decision, and a vote of at least two thirds of the full membership will be required to reinstate the terminated member for the remainder of the current term of elected officers.

Article 5. Membership Dues: Annual membership dues of twenty dollars are due on the first regular meeting of each calendar year. The initial dues for a new member will be discounted five dollars for each full quarter that has passed in the calendar year at the time he or she joins the club. The dues of each member will also include the spouse as a club member.

Article 6. Club Officers: The members will elect a President, a Vice President, Secretary, and a Treasurer who will each serve for a term of two calendar years. The President will appoint a member to fill any club-officer vacancy subject to the approval of the Executive Board. Officers elected by the membership will agree to volunteer their time and efforts to the Club and will receive no compensation of any kind for their services.

Article 7. Executive Board: The business and management of the club will be directed by the Executive Board, which will consist of the four currently Elected Officers and the most recent Past President who will also serve a two-year term as a member of the Board. A simple majority of the Executive Board Members will constitute a quorum at any meeting, and a simple majority vote of all members of the Board will be a decision of the Board on behalf of the Club. A simple majority of all members of the Board concurring by means of the Internet or by mail or telephone will be a decision of the Board.

Article 8. Committees: The Executive Board may establish club committees that they determine are needed to help the club function, and will appoint the committee chairperson and empower him or her to recruit other committee members as needed.

Article 9. Elections: At the regular meeting in October in the year that the terms of current officers will expire, the names of members nominated or volunteering to serve as club officers will be collected. At the regular meeting in November of that year, new officers will be elected by a vote of the members in attendance at that meeting. The newly elected officers will assume their club responsibilities at the beginning of the new year and will serve terms of two calendar years.

Article 10. Duties of Officers: 

The President will preside at all regular club meetings and executive board meetings. The President will also serve as a member of the Executive Board for a two-year term as the most recent Past President following his or her term as President. The President will appoint a member to fill any club-officer vacancy, subject to the approval of the Executive Board and a simple majority of members attending a regular meeting.

The Vice President will assume the duties of the President whenever the President is absent. If the office of the President becomes vacant, the Vice President will serve as President of the Club for the remainder of the two-year term and will appoint a member to serve as Vice President, subject to the approval of the Executive Board and a simple majority of members attending a regular meeting.

The Secretary will keep records of all meetings, will conduct the club correspondence, and will notify members of special meetings and events. The Secretary will keep a list of major decisions made by the Executive Board or membership that will have a lasting effect on how the Club is managed. The Secretary will keep a record of the attendance of members at regular meetings and will contact members who miss several consecutive meetings for unknown reasons.

The Treasurer will be responsible for the finances of the club, keep financial records, manage the club accounts, and give a financial report at club meetings. The Treasurer will issue checks for all club expenses, will receive and deposit membership dues and other club income, and will remind members of their unpaid dues. The Treasurer will submit each year an annual report with the required fee to the Tennessee Secretary of State to maintain our club’s status as a non-profit corporation. The Treasurer may spend club funds as authorized by the President, a vote of the membership or as deemed necessary and proper by treasurer himself.
Article 11. Dissolution: The Club will use its funds only for club purposes as approved by the club membership, and no part of Club funds will be distributed to the members of the Club. On dissolution of the Club, any funds remaining will be distributed to a qualified charitable organization to be selected by a vote of the club membership. A motion to dissolve the club may be made by any member at a regular meeting. If at least three members vote against the motion and at least three are willing to serve as officers, the club will continue, and the club treasury will be transferred to the new Treasurer if the incumbent Treasurer resigns.

Article 12. Changes to By-Laws: The Club By-Laws may be changed at the suggestion of any member if approved both by the Executive Board and by a simple majority vote by the members in attendance at any regular meeting. The Secretary will revise the By-Laws with the approved changes and with a new date showing when they were approved.
