February 2024 ETBCC Meeting Minutes

The meeting was held at “Tennessee Jack’s” in Morristown, TN on Thursday February 1, 2024.   It was convened at 7:00 pm by president Jim Stepp with 12 members present, and two British cars in the parking lot.  

The Treasurer’s report was emailed by Mark Bourne with $739.38 on deposit. 

Old Business:  

The 2024 April Fools Bash; is to be hosted by the Morristown club and the Kingsport club.  It is scheduled to be from 10am – 2pm at Sky Ranch Airport off of ALCOA Highway in south Knoxville on March 30th.  

Map to Sky Ranch Airport. Open page and scroll down for map.

Entry to Sky Ranch is from the right-hand lane of SOUTHBOUND ALCOA HWY (US 129) only just past the point where John Sevier Hwy enters Alcoa Hwy’s left lane.  But you can’t cross traffic to get to Sky Ranch from there. If you come on John Sevier Hwy you must exit toward Knoxville onto Alcoa Hwy northbound and make a U-turn to get into the right-hand southbound lane.  Same for anyone coming from the south on Alcoa Hwy.
Things Known, Assumed & Unknown (questions): All of the questions from last month were answered by Jim Watson the night the January Minutes went out and Jim Stepp presented his answers at this meeting.  Q&A below:
Rain: The event will be in hanger so rain should not adversely affect the cookout itself, but it might influence the use of British cars.  In event of very bad weather (ice storm, glacier, tsunami, etc.): Who is in charge to call it off if needed?  Jim Watson
Work crews: I assume work crews will be needed to place tables and chairs, trash cans etc. in advance and take down and stow them afterwards.  How many are needed and when should they show up?  May already be set up, but will verify
Food and Cooking: It has been reported that Blount British Cars (BBC) will provide a grill and gas and purchase the meat course and buns and the two host clubs will reimburse them for the food. Do we need to provide drinks and ice? Who brings condiments?  Disposable dishes and utensils? Trash bags and what size?  We can do miscellaneous drinks/ice.  Guest should bring their own with their favorite chair(s) BBC will cover condiments.
Covered dish: We at ETBBC are assuming this is a covered dish.  Covered dish, which can include dessert or course to go well with hamburgers and hotdogs
Donation to Sky Ranch: How much is a reasonable donation? $200.00 ($100 per club)
Signage: Due to recent construction, do we need to place signs leading to Sky Ranch Airport? I remember there was always a sign for it on ALCOA Hwy, but even if it’s still there, it could be supplemented with a British flag or something. Will be clearly marked at entrance
