The Treasurer’s report was delivered by Mark Bourne with $790.44 on deposit. 

Old Business:  

	North American MGB Register Insurance: We DO NOT have enough members to qualify for club insurance.  We have seven and need eight. 

Ed Sherman, Robert Frazier, Lawrence Peck, Chuck Gaines, Herren Floyd, Carl Floyd, and Aydan Wilbanks are NAMGBR members with ETMGDC listed as their primary or secondary club, which is the requirement for insurance.  If you are a member and can transfer your club affiliation without harming another club, please do so. Or, if your membership has expired, please consider renewing it. 

We need one more.  THIS MUST BE RESOLVED BEFORE WE HAVE ANY MAJOR CLUB ACTIVITIES.

Website and Domain name: There was a brief discussion about the website and domain name, and basically Mark Borne as webmaster has carte blanche on website matters.  He said he welcomes content and pictures from anyone wishing to write something.
	Club Name Change: The motion last month to change the club’s name was basically a bylaws change.  The secretary made the necessary revisions to the bylaws including the date of the most recent change and presented them to the membership tonight. Bylaws can always be found on the Members only part of the website – Member1 is the password. I have not changed the name with the State of Tennessee yet, intending to wait until our corporate renewal is due.
	Name Tags:  While all recent new members will continue to have name tags made for them at club expense, we will at some point in the future (pending a vote by the members) change this policy and charge new members for club name tags. 
This is particularly timely with the club’s name change.  Old members will continue to use the old tags.  I pointed out that I hope the new name tags will keep the same design including MG octagon as a legacy of the old name and of our MGB register affiliation. Herren Floyd will take care of the nametag situation pending receipt of a list of names.
Also, Carl Floyd suggested that we should only order name tags after a new member has attended 3 meetings.  That’s a good policy that Herren, as the one-man nametag committee, could implement on his own or the members could vote on if he would prefer.
After action Report on Springtime in the Smokies:
	It was a great show, we lucked out on the weather and most of our members showed up. Next year we should put up a club tent, signage and bring picnic baskets.  Who knows?  We might even recruit some new members there.  
Once at the show most of us don’t have a car to drive to a restaurant and this year there were no restaurants within walking distance.  They did have a hot dog stand but lunch in an air-conditioned restaurant would have been welcomed before a hot drive home in a convertible.  
New Business:

Jim appointed Eddie Ballard, Larry Peck and himself to find out if a location is available and based on weather forecasts four days before the July 6th meeting he will decide on a picnic or Tennessee Jack’s which everyone seems pretty happy with.		
Julian Dufour pointed out that we need to do some drives, and everyone agreed. Please start planning and take up the challenge to scout out a route and lead a drive.
