	North American MGB Register Insurance: I think we now have enough members to qualify for club insurance, but I will have to check with their secretary Bruce Wyckoff to be certain.  Will do.
	Club Name Change: The idea of changing the club name from MG to something with wider appeal was brought up years ago and again at the March meeting and the general consensus was that people were against it. But in the spirit of the Easter season, it has been resurrected with Carl Floyd, a charter member of the club, explaining the history of and reason for the current name, making a case to change it and proposing that members consider renaming the club the “East Tennessee British Car Club”.  There was no motion made, just a suggestion for members to consider.  The members present this time seemed to be in favor of the change.  The web domain expires in May so the decision should be made at the next meeting so webmaster Mark Bourne can change or renew it. Carl points out that the club's domain name/URL does not have to change to match the club's name.  We can change the name of the club & keep using the same URL, thereby not losing out Google search rankings.
For example, the Appalachian British Car Society's domain name is britcars.net.
	
	Name Tags:  While all recent new members will continue to have name tags made for them at club expense, we will at some point in the future (pending a vote by the members) change this policy and charge new members for club name tags. This is particularly timely if we change the club name.  But old members will continue to use the old tags.

Carl reported that about 60 people attended and there were twenty some British cars (and one inspired by British car).  Four ETMGDC members attended.  He pointed out that next year’s bash will be hosted by the ETMGDC and the Appalachian British Car Club.  Its location is planned for the Sky Ranch Airport off of Alcoa Hwy in south Knoxville. 
New Business:

	Spare Parts Inventory: Julian Dufour suggested that we could share parts.  We all have old working parts that have been replaced but were too good to discard.
