May 2023 ETMGDC Meeting Minutes

The meeting was held at “Tennessee Jacks” across from College Square Mall in Morristown, TN on Thursday May 4, 2023.

It was convened at 7:22 pm by President Jim Stepp with 17 members present and 7 British cars in the parking lot including a 1961 Jag, a Rover Metro, a real Mini, an MG midget, two MGB’s and a TR6.

The Treasurer’s report was delivered by vice president Carl Floyd with $790.44 on deposit. 

Old Business:  

	North American MGB Register Insurance: We DO NOT have enough members to qualify for club insurance.  We have seven and need eight. 

Ed Sherman, Robert Frazier, Lawrence Peck, Chuck Gaines, Herren Floyd, Carl Floyd, and Aydan Wilbanks are NAMGBR members with ETMGDC listed as their primary or secondary club, which is the requirement for insurance.  If you are a member and can transfer your club affiliation without harming another club, please do so. Or, if your membership has expired, please consider renewing it. We need one more.
	Club Name Change: Once again Carl Floyd, a charter member of the club, explained the history of and reason for club’s name, making a case to change it bringing it in line with most other chapters of the NAMGBR.  He handed out a list of suggested names and the overwhelming majority (11) selected the “East Tennessee British Car Club”.  
I made the motion that we change the club’s name to the “East Tennessee British Car Club” and Herren Floyd seconded it.  The motion passed.  This is effectively bylaws change, so I will make the necessary revisions to the bylaws to present to the membership for the next meeting. Bylaws are on the Members only part of the website.
	Name Tags:  While all recent new members will continue to have name tags made for them at club expense, we will at some point in the future (pending a vote by the members) change this policy and charge new members for club name tags. This is particularly timely with the club name change.  Old members will continue to use the old tags.  I pointed out that I hope the new name tags will keep the same design including MG octagon as a legacy of the old name and of our MGB register affiliation.
	The 2023 April Fools Bash was again described with a reminder that next year’s bash will be hosted by our club and the Appalachian British Car Club at the Sky Ranch Airport off of Alcoa Hwy in south Knoxville.
